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Section 1 – Intent 
We teach our children French to generate a fascination for words and how language works, a wider curiosity about the peoples and cultures of French-speaking countries and the foundational knowledge to support confident communication in French.
Essential Knowledge
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We teach three core strands of essential knowledge:  

1. Phonics – the key components of the sound-writing relationship

2. Vocabulary – a set of the most frequently used words

3. Grammar – the essential building blocks required to create simple sentences independently (including gender of nouns, singular and plural forms, adjectives (place and agreement), and the conjugation of key verbs)

We teach these strands through a range of speaking, listening, reading and writing activities. The culture of French speaking countries is embedded throughout units of work. 

Our French curriculum is designed to enable our children to:

· Develop linguistic and communicative competence

· Extend their knowledge of how language works

· Explore similarities and differences between French, any heritage languages our children have, and English
· Foster curiosity about the world, other people and languages and so develop empathy.

Section 2 – Curriculum Implementation
We follow the National Curriculum 2014 Programme of Study for MFL. 
Curriculum provision
Our children receive French lessons throughout KS2.  Where possible, they re-visit and deepen their learning with additional structured language tasks that practise retrieval, improve retention and embed learning in long-term memory. 
Further opportunities to recycle key vocabulary (e.g. numbers) and develop children’s confidence are often built into classroom routines including greetings, providing instructions, stating lunch preferences, registration, rewards and praise on a more regular basis, even just for a few minutes in the school day e.g. when children are lining up.
A detailed scheme of work with audio-enabled resources for every lesson is provided in order to minimise unnecessary teacher workload. Teachers may, if they wish, adapt the resources to support active engagement and meet different learning styles for different cohorts of children.

Our SOW repeats phonics and grammar learning to ensure accuracy and fluency but vocabulary increases to broaden pupils word bank. 
· The three strands
· phonics and grammar repeat in Y3 & 4 and then again in Y5 & 6

· vocabulary varies (so that lessons themselves are different)

· Structure 2 year rolling program*
· the repetition of phonics and grammar content together with the variation in vocabulary makes it possible for the years Rouge and Jaune to be completed in either order, and the same for Bleu and Vert

*As of Autumn 2022-2023, Manor have begun a new SOW for MFL. As we teach through the SOW, each year group will become more accurate, fluent and confident in French and so progression across year groups will develop. We will begin in Autumn 2 by teaching Describing me and others.
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A Learning Map for French provides structure to the teaching and learning that is planned for the subject. This ensures that phonics, vocabulary and gramma build on what has been taught before, and are logically sequenced towards achieving a clearly defined end point. As a result, children build up their knowledge and understanding in layers and without gaps, and in such a way that they will remember content in the long term. 

Most work will be oral rehearsal in lesson time. Where children do record their learning, this will be in their French workbooks. These are work books, not answer books. Whilst broadly following the school’s Presentation and Layout Policy. Children will often mark their own or peers work with feedback from the teacher being verbal and delivered in real time.
Learning Progression

Early Years Foundation Stage
· Learning about cultures at this stage is covered under the ‘Understanding the World’ section of the EYFS Policy. Children at this stage also participate in regular structured PSHE lessons. This develops acceptance and openness to other cultures by developing curiosity as well as empathy. Foundation also participate in European Day of Languages on 26th September where they celebrate and European country and explore some language. 
Key Stage 1 (Years 1 & 2)
· In Geography, children in KS1 will begin to develop their understanding of the world and begin to learn about other countries, continents and develop an awareness beyond their locality. Children at this age also participate in regular structured PSHE lessons. This develops acceptance and openness to other cultures by developing curiosity as well as empathy. KS1 also participate in European Day of Languages on 26th September where they celebrate and European country and explore some language.

Section 3 – Curriculum Impact

The teaching of a foreign language to every child in KS2 is a statutory requirement, as set out in the National Curriculum Programmes of Study (2014).

In line with the NC Programme of Study, our children learn to:

· Listen and show understanding by joining in and responding
· Link the sound, spelling and meaning of words

· Read aloud with accurate pronunciation 

· Read and show understanding of phrases and simple texts
· Speak in sentences
· Describe people, places, things in speech and writing
· Ask and answer questions

· Express opinions
· Write phrases from memory
· Adapt phrases to create new sentences
· Use a dictionary 
Our children also learn key cultural and country-specific knowledge. For example, by the end of KS2, our children:

· can name and locate on a map, countries where French is spoken

· know the key geographical features of France, including continent, surrounding seas and oceans, main mountains and rivers, capital city

· know the name and some detail about at least one festival or tradition from France/ Hati

· know at least one typical food from France/Hati

Additional Information

Topic Sharing and Celebration

· Our six topics are whole-school; this means that at all our children will be studying subjects under the same ‘umbrella’ topic at any one time, enabling us to share and celebrate our work in a variety of ways.

· Curriculum letters will be sent home to parents at the start of each new term, giving a full outline of the work that will be studied in the term ahead. These will also be shared on the school website. 

· During each term, whole school celebrations, assemblies and trips will be organised, where children are able to share their learning with their peers and with parents and carers. 

· Annual class assemblies, to which parents/carers are invited, will give children the opportunity to share their learning using a variety of drama, song and dance. 

Assessment 
Children are continuously assessed on the knowledge they are taught in lessons, whenever they are called upon to understand and/or produce language, without reference to resources. Teaching is then planned in response to this ongoing assessment to ensure that any areas for development are addressed and all children keep up with the learning. 
Equal Opportunities and SEN

All children irrespective of ability or special educational need, should be taught a foreign language. Every child has the statutory right to a broad and balanced curriculum. A child with SEN should be actively encouraged to participate fully in MFL lessons with the necessary support and appropriate differentiation. 
Teaching modern foreign languages is a vital way to directly address pupil perceptions and potential stereotypes. It allows us to actively promote positive attitudes and values towards cultural and or religious diversity and to directly tackle any form of cultural and negative stereotyping.

Role of the Subject Leader
The subject leader for MFL will:
· Stay ‘ahead of the game’ in terms of statutory requirements and current good practice - sharing information that may be beneficial to staff.
· Draw upon advice, support and expertise where necessary and in order to improve provision.
· Ensure staff are fully aware of statutory requirements and their associated responsibilities in terms of policy and practice
· Inspire an exciting, informed and creative approach to teaching.
· Support staff in terms of access to SOW and resources
· Support teaching through leading inset, giving advice, and through modelling, feeding back from lesson observations and work scrutiny, team teaching, and monitoring of planning and assessment.
· Monitor the quality of teaching and learning
· Carry out regular moderation to ensure standards are consistently high, and taking appropriate action where this is not the case. 
· liaise to organise training and support to develop teacher subject knowledge and expertise.
· Use moderation to ensure that knowledge and skills are sequenced across time and being taught systematically and cumulatively, so that new knowledge and skills build on what has been taught before and pupils can work towards clearly defined end points. This will require moderation both between year groups and across time within each year group. 

· Maintain and store resources, and purchase new resources when necessary.
