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At Manor Primary, we believe that intelligence and ability are                             not pre-determined or fixed, but that these can be improved and developed through having a ‘growth mindset’. 
All children can succeed; we put no ceilings on ambition or achievement and make ‘room at the top’ for everyone. 
In order to develop a growth mindset in all our children, we provide high quality teaching with a focus on challenge and developing depth of learning. We instil and celebrate essential learning skills such as aspiration, determination, effort, perseverance and resilience, and we embrace mistakes as a vital and valuable part of learning.
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Our Key Learning Skills are:

In school we will:
· Use formative, on-going assessment and pre-assessment tasks to diagnose individual learning needs, so that teaching responds to these with appropriate and differentiated support.

· Group children, when appropriate, flexibly and according to current need - not previous or perceived ability.

· Provide all children with learning that motivates and challenges them, including opportunities to develop critical thinking and achieve depth of learning or ‘mastery’.

· Allow all children to access the highest standards of learning, and support their growing autonomy in reflection, self-assessment and choice of challenge. 

· Teach children how their brains work so they fully understand the importance of making neural connections. 

· Teach, foster and celebrate essential learning skills including motivation, hard work and resilience, and praise children for these - not for being ‘clever’.

· Embrace struggle, failure and mistakes as essential elements of successful learning. 

· Provide a learning environment that supports and celebrates all of the above.

· Offer information, advice and support to parents and carers in developing their own children’s growth mindset.

· Regularly review our provision to ensure that the growth mindset approach is, and remains, fully embedded across the school community. 
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
