As mathematicians we will:

- Be able to sequence chronological events from our own

Learning Theme: Lunar New Year 

- Learn about this cultural event, who celebrates it 

and how. 

- Know some traditions of the celebration. 

- Know where China is, find it on a map and 

recognise the flag. 

- Talk about similarities and differences from other 

celebrations we have learnt about.
